NO - IT’S NOT “JUST THAT SIMPLE”

The School District and some other politicians don’t understand the economics of this tax mess, and say Mirant and the School Budget should not be “connected”.  Well, when they let me disconnect paying my taxes for the school budget from paying my taxes for Mirant, then I’ll disconnect them.

Despite the Mirant matter, the School Board is still adding another $8 million in new spending to the budget.  They won't listen to anyone.
Instead, they say that there are only two choices, a 46% or 70%. tax increase, and it is “Just That Simple” - NOT TRUE.  IT’S NOT THAT SIMPLE, AND THERE ARE THREE CHOICES, NOT TWO:

CHOICE ONE:
WHAT THE SCHOOL BOARD WANTS:

Approve Mirant and the School Budget;

School Tax Effect: 

46% now, another 65% over the next few years, totaling 106%;
CHOICE TWO:
THE WAY IT IS CURRENTLY HEADED:

Reject Mirant, Approve OR Reject the School Budget (Doesn’t matter)

School Tax Effect:

65% now, 45% over the next few years, totaling 110%;
CHOICE THREE:
WHAT TAXPAYERS WANT:

Trim the School Budget, approve the budget and Mirant

(TRIM – NOT fire teachers, bus drivers, or janitors, cut sports, or cancel Special Ed)

School Tax Effect:

40% now, 25% over the next few years, totaling 65%
